Yes, as a matter of fact, our heads are spinning yet we knew all this
would need to be done we just had not anticipated having only three
months to do it. Currently, the excitement far outweighs the stress,
but that is subject to change moment by moment so keep us in your
prayers.

We still have some rather significant financial needs. Although we
have the funding necessary to begin this process, we do not have
enough to finish the game. We do not want to be subbed out at half
time.
